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Patrick Twomey:
Living The Lifestyle of Travel

It's always fascinating to observe
where life's diverse paths will lead
us. During his days as a history major
at the University of Calgary, Patrick
Twomey had no idea where hislife
would lead him; literally that is.

“Tourism writing...is more than
glossy travel magazines.”

It al started with one tour that snow-
balled into a career and an obsession
for travel. One that has sent him to
travel, work and study in over 30
countries and created the basis for
numerous articles, a Spanish tour
guide training manual for the Chilean
Park Service and a book on skiing in
Canada. Ski Canada, a 192-page
guide published in 1998 by Trail-
blazer Publications, isthe complete
guide to downhill ski, heli-ski, snow-
board and cross-country skiing across
Canada. It even includes 40 pages
detailing individual ski runs.

Twomey’s most recent book Working
and Living in Canada gives a broader
snapshot of our county. The 304-page
guide, published by Cadogan Guides
(asubsidiary of The Sunday Timesin
London) lists everything you need to
know about visiting, living and work-
ing in Canada, including visas, work
permits and how to get your pet
across the border. For Working and
Living in Canada, Twomey even con-
tributed many of the photographs,
something he said he doesn’'t believe
he has the eye for.

On the evening of Friday, January
26th he explained how obtaining the
knowledge to lead atour is easy;

it isthe organization that isthe
challenge. Misplacing peopleis
frowned upon and keeping them
safe can be difficult. His mountain
tours for English visitors have
made him areluctant regular at the
Banff hospital.

He al so stressed how travel writers
and guides must mould their vocabu-
lary to their audience, admitting that
with the right group he can easily
slip back into his Irish accent.

Tourism writing, he suggests, is
more than glossy travel magazines.
His Chilean tourism guide, created
with the help of the Chilean govern-
ment, is ahow to designed to teach
locals how to be tour ambassadors.
He stresses that the people who have
taken the course have not become
rich, but they are now in control of
their own destiny.

This project also taught him that
local tours must be created with lo-
calsin mind. Typically only six per-
cent of the people in Chile are tour-
ists, and lots of them are backpackers
trying to live on afew dollars a day;
not the type of people to drop big
money on tours.

He aso encourages travel writersto
think about, and even write about,
the impact of globalization and travel
on other cultures. In most countries
tourism is welcomed, but we must
always remember that it can also
throw off the fine balance between
cultures by opening up the society
and drastically changing its demo-
graphics. The idea of ecotourismis
also a conundrum, especially for
someone like Patrick, who may take
70 airline flightsin asingle year.
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Mieko’sfirst full-length play, The
Red Priest (Eight Ways To Say
Goodbye), published by Playwrights
Canada Pressin 2003, won the
Canadian Authors Association’s
Carol Bolt Prizein 2005. It was also
nominated for Best New Play by the
Writer's Guild of Albertaaswell as
by the Sterling and Betty Awards. In
2004, it was afinalist for both the 4
Play Reading Seriesat The Old Vic
Theatre, London, UK and the Gover-
nor General’s Literary Award for
Drama. The play, astory about the
healing power of music, dramatizes a
hypothetical exchange between 18th
century Italian composer, Antonio
Vivaldi, and his French patron’s
wife, who isforced to take violin
lessons with Vivaldi so that her
husband can win a bet with King
Louis XV.

Mieko’s second play, The Blue
Light, is about the life of German
propaganda filmmaker Leni Riefen-
stahl. Leni was blacklisted until her
death in 2003, at the age of 101, for
her choice to work with the Nazi
party. The play won honourable
mention in the 2004 and 2005 Al-
berta Playwriting Competition and
received seven nominations at the
2006 Sterling Awards including Best
Production and Best New Play. Itis
scheduled for publication by Play-
wrights Canada Pressthis year.

Her award-winning films Shepherd’s
Pie and Sushi, By This Parting,
Samurai Swing, Paper Cut and Mi-
nor Keys, have played in 30 interna-
tional festivals, and aired on CBC,
Bravo!, W Network and DUTV in
Philadel phia.

Her television documentary on child
music prodigies, Minor Keys, won
the Golden Sheaf for Best Biography
Documentary at the 2004 Y orkton
Film and Video Festival.

She has also directed award-winning
productions of Are We There Yet? by
Jane Heather, a participatory play
and workshop for teens about sexual -
ity health education; and Naomi’s
Road, based on Obasan by Joy Ko-
gawa. In 2001, she won the Sterling
Award for Outstanding Fringe Direc-
tor for directing Sowly, An Ex-
change Is Taking Place.

Given her choice of subjects, Mieko
isclearly qualified to speak on the
topic of Truth and Fiction: Wkiting
Plays about Real People. No doubt
much of what she has to say will
apply to other genres as well.

His
research is meticulous. Hiswriting
is carefully crafted. On Saturday,
January 27th, Twomey led 25 par-
ticipantsin large and small group
writing activities. He also let them
in on hiswriterly secrets for Captur-
ing the Essence of a Trip.

Twomey explained that travellers, be
they armchair or not, need both accu-
rate statistics and sensory stimula-
tion. For thetraveller to have afull
experience, the history and politics
of aplace is asimportant asimmers-
ing the reader in the cars, the noise,
the people, or the quiet.

A travel snob heisnot. Twomey is
not just about the "high-end" travel
of Fodor'sor the "right way" to
travel viaLonely Planet. Whether a
tourist desires an all-inclusive or an
ecotour is not the point. Twomey's
aimin travel writing isto add other
dimensions to either experience.
Whether or not the information
needed involves suspect or absent
infrastructure, or poverty instead of
plenty, travelers and travel readers
need to know.

political, economic, and cultura re-
alities of aplace.

Using the example of Viet Nam,
Twomey noted that The War must be
acknowledged in the writing. How-
ever, with amedian age of 25.9, the
vast mgjority of the Vietnamese
population istoo young to know that
war firsthand.

So, The War does not colour the
perceptions of most Vietnamese as it
does North Americans, and in par-
ticular those from the United States.
However, there are unexploded ar-
maments and pollution left over from
that time period, and the travel writer
has an ethical obligation to convey
thisinformation. That Viet Namis
predominantly Buddhist, has three
distinctly different terrains, and al-
most 3,500 kilometres of coastline
are truths that bring back the magic.
Patrick Twomey succeeded in show-
ing that the best travel writing isthe
kind that acknowledges what is,
while still capturing the magical es-
sence of the place.

In thisfast paced workshop, partici-
pants also had the opportunity to
read the travel pieces they brought
with them. Twomey pointed out
the strengths in their many and var-
ied writings.

Patrick Twomey recommended Jack
Kerouac's classic, On The Road, as
one of hisfavourite travel books. Itis
evident that Twomey haslearned a
lot from Kerouac. Patrick Twomey
proved himself to be an informed,
confidant, and open teacher, travel
writer, and traveller.

“lsn’'t it about time we switched
seatsagain?’’ Maggie asked. Jen-
nifer knew better than to pretend
that she didn’t know or to say it
wasn't time. That would have
been a lie, and Jennifer had to
watch that. Ever since she'd
found the old parchment and tried
the invisibility spell even the tini-
est fib would cause her to disap-
pear. Not exactly a good thing to
happen on a crowded airliner.

Cora Taylor’s opening introduces
two of the three main characters
and gets the reader wondering
how the invisibility spell will af-
fect the outcome of the story.

Maggie and Jennifer Arnold are
thirteen-year old identical twins,
though they wear their hair differ-
ently: Maggie'sis short, Jenni-
fer'sis past her shoulders.

Maggie is the organized studious
one; Jennifer struggles with
schoolwork and often acts impul -
sively. They areon atrip to Mex-
ico with their grandmother,
Grand, and their friend and next-
door neighbour, Sam Elwin.

Each chapter is written from the
perspective of one of the teen-
agers. Their resourcefulness plays
alarge part in Murder in Mexico.
They have learned that Jennifer
becomes invisible when she tells a
lie and becomes visible when she
laughs. Grand had been told of
theinvisibility spell in Adventure
in Istanbul and though sheis con-
cerned that Jennifer may get her-
self into dangerous situations, she
realizes the advantage of Jenni-
fer’ s ability to gather information.

AsaCAA
member, Linda
Jennings ap-
preciates the
opportunities
for skill development the organiza-
tion affords. She gives three spe-
cific examples.

First, as she left Lorna Crozier's po-
etry writing workshop at the CAA’s
National Conference in Edmontonin
1996, she picked up aStroll of Poets
brochure. “Interesting concept,” she
thought. “Poof! | joined and started
writing poetry. Thus began a steep
learning curve of poetry writing,”
she says. Ever since, she has en-
joyed performing her poems at Stroll
events. 1n 2001, her poem the exiled
was recorded by CBC radio in Ed-
monton, and she was chuffed by
their decision to run it nationally.

She also highlights Shani Mootoos
presentation on novel writingin
April, 2003 from which Linda
gleaned “ The reader wantsto be be-
hind someone who will win— not
because it’s easy, but because she/he
has overcome obstacles.”

And, from Vern Thiessen in Febru-
ary 2005, she took: know what your
characters would typically do in vari-
ous situations, but don’t be afraid to

portray their contradictions
and inconsistencies.

Her current project is an ambitious
novel following afamily through
four generations. Starting in Ontario
in 1936 and ending in the Y ukon in
1996, the characters have led her
through Quebec, Alberta and British
Columbia. They required her to
spend time in archives from V ancou-
ver to Lennoxville, Quebec; forced
her to study Canadian history; and
encouraged her to interview private
eyes and postal workers.

“They [the characters] won't let me
rest! It al started as a simple enough
story about a woman who discovers
asuitcase full of cards from her fa-
ther that her mother had secreted
away for 50 years. Until that mo-
ment, she thought her father had died
when she was four yearsold. Little
did she know (and lots will you
know) when | have completed this
saga. Actualy, it’s quite a soulful
book that touches on many of the
emotional, situational and ethical
dilemmas we all face.” Stay tuned.

She has not devoted energy to pub-
lishing. Thiswill change, however,
when sheretires a year from now.
She began writing in her late forties
while employed full timeasaclini-
cal socia worker. The prospect of
more writing time excites her.

“Satisfaction from writing,” Linda
believes, “residesin the moments
when | step into the ecstasy that the
act of creativity creates.”
